A Donation to Remember  

Houston, TX-  On Saturday, August 13th Young Texans Against Cancer will present The Sunshine Kids Foundation (SSK) with a check for $25,000.00.  This marks a tremendous year for the group of young professionals more commonly known as YTAC, as this is the largest donation made by the non-profit organization to date.  Since inception in 2001, YTAC has donated $60,350 to various small and medium sized cancer-related charities.  From supporting research centers to sponsoring summer campers, each of the charities selected by YTAC to receive donations each year is equally deserving.  Whether it be membership drives or BBQ fundraisers the young people of this organization are dedicated to raising money to fight the many kinds of cancer that have affected their loved ones.  

The funds presented will be directly allocated to the renovation of a townhouse recently purchased by the SSK Foundation.  The property will be used by out of town families that are unable to secure housing while receiving cancer treatment for their children.  The townhouse will also be used as a rest area/”home base” for those that may have multiple treatments in one day and need a place to rest between appointments.  In addition to the housing space, the structure will provide additional storage and office space for the growing needs of the Sunshine Kids family.  The townhouse is located adjacent to the Sunshine Kids Headquarters located at 2816 Virginia.  

YTAC’s Charity Committee serves by awarding funds raised by YTAC throughout the year to various cancer-related charities.  After much research and discussion, the Sunshine Kids renovation project was chosen for the interim donation to start off the 2005-2006 YTAC membership year beginning in June.  As stated in its Mission Statement, “The Sunshine Kids Foundation adds quality of life to children with cancer by providing them with exciting, positive group activities, so they may once again do what kids are supposed to do…have fun and celebrate life!”   
Young Texans Against Cancer (YTAC) was established in 2001 by a group of forty-four young individuals in the Houston area.  The founding members have something in common, as most of us do:  Cancer.  Some have personally battled the disease while others have witnessed loved ones try to overcome the illness.  Regardless of the commonality, this organization was created in an effort to increase cancer awareness among the generation of 20 - 40 year olds.  YTAC continues to grow stronger as the efforts, both volunteerism and monetary donations, of the members expand. 
Even the slightest improvement in a patient's quality of life can make a world of difference.  YTAC strives to help make an improvement and the members and Board of Directors feel that the passion of the SSK Foundation is remarkable as the organization expands throughout the regions, across the states, and beyond the borders.
