Young Texans Against Cancer Expands to Austin, Opens Door for New Members

AUSTIN, TX – Young Texans Against Cancer (YTAC) was established in 2001 by a group of 44 young individuals in the Houston area.  The founding members have something in common, as most of us do: cancer. Some have personally battled the disease while others have witnessed loved ones try to overcome the illness. Regardless of the commonality, this organization was created in an effort to increase cancer awareness among the generation of 22 to 45 year olds.
Today, YTAC announces the expansion of a new chapter in Austin. On Wednesday, February 21, YTAC-Austin will have its first Annual Membership Drive at Stubb’s BBQ at 5:30 p.m. At the event, the YTAC-Austin Board will discuss upcoming plans to create both volunteer opportunities and events to support local cancer-related organizations, as well as the benefits of becoming a member.

Holly Jeffcoat, YTAC-Austin president, has personal experience with cancer as she watched her mother fight for her life against Adult Lymphoblastic Leukemia, or ALL. While Sandy Jeffcoat spent most of last year at the University of Texas M.D. Anderson Cancer Center in Houston, members of YTAC-Houston stood by her side. Stuart Bernstein, the founding Houston president, gave Holly Jeffcoat the opportunity to bring together a network of young professionals in the Austin community to help with the fight against cancer and start the YTAC-Austin chapter.

Over the last few months, Ms. Jeffcoat has worked side-by-side with Mr. Bernstein and the Houston Board of Directors to set up the Austin chapter. She hand selected a hard-working and dedicated team of individuals to serve on YTAC-Austin’s Board of Directors. The group has inspiring ideas on how to get YTAC-Austin off the ground in the community. 
YTAC-Austin’s first philanthropy event will be the Sandy Jeffcoat Blood Drive at the Texas Capitol building to honor Holly Jeffcoat’s mother, who is winning her battle against ALL. The event will benefit M.D. Anderson's Blood Bank. As fundraising begins, YTAC-Austin will actively research local organizations, grant programs and individuals in the Central Texas area that would benefit the most from future contributions.

In its first year, YTAC-Austin's goal is to have at least 200 members in addition to our founders and to raise at least $10,000. “Both goals are attainable and I expect our efforts will compliment the Houston chapter's hard work over the last six years,” Ms. Jeffcoat said. “I look forward to updating you on our progress and I sincerely appreciate the support and confidence of everyone who has helped make YTAC-Austin a reality.”
